How do inflammatory diseases in the oral and pharyngeal cavities come
about?
Inflammation in the mouth and throat is caused by germs such as bacteria,
viruses or fungi, particularly when the body’s natural defensive powers are
weakened (e.g. in the case of a cold). Symptoms are reddening and hyper-
sensivity of the mucosae, which can be accompanied by a burning sensation
in the mouth, difficulty in swallowing, sore throat and hoarseness.

Trachitol® acts rapidly and effectively
The active ingredients combined in Trachitol® have anti-bacterial, painrelieving
and antiseptic properties. The antiseptic component in Trachitol® Lozenges tar-
gets the germs causing inflammation by effectively fighting the infection. Pain
in the mouth and throat is rapidly and effectively relieved by the local 
anaesthetic lidocaine.

Good tolerance – an important factor
The active ingredients contained in Trachitol® Lozenges are generally very well
tolerated, if the preparation is taken according to the directions of use.

Helps in the event of troublesome bad breath
Bad breath is an upleasant symptom, which often accompanies inflammatory
diseases in the oral and pharyngeal cavities. The product Trachitol® Lozenges
eradicates bad breath through its peppermint aroma. Trachitol® Lozenges are
sugar-free, thus kind to the teeth and help to prevent caries.

Information for use. Please read carefully!

Composition: Each lozenge contains 1.0 mg of lidocaine HCI 1 H2O 1.8 mg
of propyl hydroxybenzoate, 1.0 mg of alum, 2.5 mg of peppermint oil as 
taste corrigent and 0.69 g of the sugar substitute sorbitol, corresponding to 
0.057 BU.

Indications: Inflammatory diseases of the oral and pharyngeal cavities:
inflammation of the oral mucosa and the gums, tonsillitis, laryngitis, sore throat
and infections of the upper respiratory tract.

Contra-indications: Hypersensitivity to the ingredients contained in Trachitol®

Lozenges. In the event of fructose intolerance, treatment should only be 
carried out after consultation with the doctor.

Side effects: Due to the content of propyl hydroxybenzoate, symptoms of
hypersensitivity may occur rarely in accordingly predisposed patients.

Dosage guidelines and method of use: Unless otherwise prescribed, let one
lozenge dissolve slowly in the mouth, approximately every two hours; adults up
to 8 lozenges and children up to 6 lozenges daily.

Duration of use: In general, symptoms subside within a few days during
treatment with Trachitol® Lozenges. However, to guarantee lasting success of
therapy, Trachitol® Lozenges should be taken for a further 2-3 days. If there is
no improvement after 10 days, a doctor should  be consulted at all costs.

Storage instruction and shelf-life: Trachitol® Lozenges should be stored in a
dry place below 25 °C. Do not use afer the expiry date.
